Fiction Call Numbers

Books have “addresses” just like houses do. The call number helps you find a book
quickly and easlly. A book’s address is calied its call number, and it helps people find
it on a bookshelf. The call number can be found on the book’s spine.

A fiction book has an F, for fiction, on its spine above the call number. Fiction call
numbers are the first two letters of the author’s last name. Fiction books are placed
on bookshelves in alphabetical order by their call numbers.
